Procedure Overview: The comprehensive examination is overseen by a committee made up of the student’s advisor plus two other faculty members with relevant expertise. Students select a topic for their comprehensive examination paper in consultation with this committee. The student submits a one-page proposal and list of key references for approval to the committee. The proposal should specify the issue or question to be addressed as well as the areas or domains to be considered in the paper (please submit proposal along with this form).  Prior to completing the comprehensive exam, students need formal approval from their committee by completing Part 1 of this form.  Students are expected to complete the paper within 4 to 6 weeks and committee members will provide students with an evaluation of their paper within one month of its submission.  At least two of the three committee members need to deem the paper worthy of a ‘pass’.  These committee members need to sign Part 2 of this form (an email memo is satisfactory, as long as it is submitted with this form).
